central Munich. It grew out of the
founder’s menagerie, and even
nowa motley array of creatures
can be seen in the regular shows.
For decades it has been a byword
for variety, and thusit was, during
the Spanish Civil War, that the
moniker came to be unofficially
applied toa flying squadron on the
Republican side using little more
than whichever aeroplanes it could
lay its hands on.

The so-called Circo Krone' was
the brainchild of the provisional
Basque Country, or Euskadi,
government led from 1936 by
José Antonio Aguirre. Unable to
obtain equipment via regular
means, it acquired its hardware
from a multitude of suppliers. The
resulting outfit had its rootsin the
purchase of three light aeroplanes
sourced in Britain and picked up
from Paris. Among them was a
Miles Falcon Six, which — among
other roles — came to serve as
one of history's most unlikely
bombers. This machine now flies
on with Spains Fundacion Infante
de Orleans, the sale surviving
airworthy aircraft from the civil
war. Or does it? The full story,
it turns out, is somewhat more
complicated.

“That's to put it mildly, because
even attempting to unravel the
background of this flying Falcon
involves two different airframes
and a host of uncertainties. Pieces
of their heritage had been lost
in the mists of time, and even
the most diligent research could
only go 5o far towards a concrete
resolution of its rats — or soit
‘was thought for many years. One of
the elements not open to question
is that the machine flying with the
FIOtodayis a Republican civil war
veteran.

The Fundacion Infante de Orleans (FIO)
flew its Aeronca 100 G-AEXD in public
for the first time at the Flying Day on
3 November 2024 at Cuatro Vientos,
Madrid. FIC's administrator Darlo Pozo
sald: "It was very exciting to see this littie
bird taking off in front of the public for the
first time and it got a lot of applause and
cheering with ts slow yet majestic flight”
G-AEXD was the penultimate of
twenty-one Aeronca 100s built by the
Aeronautical Corporation of Great Britain
at Peterborough in 1937 Nicknamed the
‘Flying Bathtub', it was initially owned
by the London Air Park Flying Club.
It sunvived the war and was flown by
Alrways Aero Association from 1948 to
1952. After many years in store, G-AEXD
was restored and flown again on 9
