THE 'PRINCES’

A mix of professional

pilots with Iberia and
Aviaco airlines and some
military pilots, this had
become their fun pastime.
Having developed fully into

acrobatics by the carly 1980s,

this group had become the

J L Aresti Acrobatic Flying
Club, named after the famed
Spanish acrobatic pilot José
Luis Aresti (1917-2003).

Their aim was to perform
and perfect their skills and
revitalise what had become a
fading sport in Spain,
Eventually, this evolved as
the National Aerobatic Team
that later saw Ramén Alonso
become World Champion in
2007. Among the founding
group members was Carlos
Alds, Tomis Castano (1964
world champion), Agustin Gil

de Montes and Carlos Valle,
Luis Cabré and Fernando

Adrados, whose names

were significant in the club’s
progression during the 1980s
None more 0 than Carlos
Valle, who recalls it was an
intense and gruelling period,
and that after a decade of
competition and practise

all that remained were
memories, some trophies

The idea of recovering
-‘"d Prf&(l’\’lns \'i"l-lsf
aircraft to present in flying
condition grew within the
group. Consequently, the
Historic Aircraft Section of
the Aresti Club was formed
in 1984, The club members
already had their two CASA
Jungmann, a Hirth Aerostar
and the famed original José
Luis Aresti 1937 Blicker
Jungmeister, EC-ALP,
together with a pair of T.6s,
AISAs, a T.34 Mentor and
a Hispano Saeta. Both the
T.6s, the Mentor and the
Sacta had become available
from air force disposals and
were well known with the
pilots, most of whom had
flown these types during

their service training.
Having seen the likes of the
Shuttleworth and Duxford
displays, the question of why
there was nothing like that
in Spain became foremost
thinking with the members.
These aspirations came to be
shared by Carlos Valle with
a colleague, Jaime Botin - a
prominent Spanish banker -
both flying CASA Jungmann
acquired from carly Spanish
Air Force disposals. Over
dinner one evening in 1986,
the pair discussed this idea
with Jaime declaring: *If we
go forward with this idea, I'll
commit to building a hangar.”
Carlos responded: “If you
build the hangar, I will
commit with you to filling 1t

with interesting acroplancs.”
That evening, the Fundacién
Infante de Ordeans (F1O)
was born. Adopting this
name commemorated Spain's
Infante (Prince) Alfonso

de Ordeans y Borbon who,
having learnt to fly in 1910,
became only the second pilot
to gain a Spanish licence. He
served as a military pilot until
retiring as a brigadier general
in 1945 and continued flying
sports aircraft until late in
life; be is considered one of
Spanish aviation’s pioneers.

found and an operational
base acquired. All of this
required not just support and
enthustasm but also finance,
To this end came support
from various organisations,
Included were the Areces
Fundacion (an educational
and cultural trust), the Bank

Caja Madrid, the Community

of Madrid council and CASA
(Later, EADS CASA and
Airbus) plus a number of
other prominent sponsors.
Once structured and
legally integrated, the
foundation was endorsed
by the Spanish Ministry of
Culture and backed by the
necessary commitment of
members from the original
team of pilots plus a new
group of volunteers, pilots
and supporters. A Cuatro

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Vientos hangar soon became
adorned with the title of the
Fundacion; this base not only
housing their present aircraft
but also a large number of
artifacts and memorabilia
already accumulated. Next
was the difficult operation
of fi ndmg and acquinng
suitable vintage aircraft,
specifically those of Spanish
historic significance

Very few such machines
were around post-war, but
one had already been found
and purchased, a Miles
Falcon 6 that was obtained in

poor condition from a garage
in the city of Zaragoza. This
aircraft, EC-ACB, had seen
service in the Civil War being
used at one time as a light
bomber by the Republican
Alr Force. Once purchased

it was sent for restoration
to Tony Bianchi’s Personal
Planc Services in the UK and
returned to flight in 1997.
Today, it is the only Spanish
Civil War combat veteran
still airworthy, The largest
addition was a Beech C45H
Expeditor being disposed
of by the local aerial survey
company Azimut SA. It
originally came to Spain with
the carly Spantax airline and
now flies in its colours

Of the epic Spanish Jong-
distance flights of the 1930s,
that of Fernando Rein Loring
in 1933 from Madrid's
Getafe to Manila in the
Philippines in a Comper
Swift was acclaimed not just
in Spain at that time but
across Europe, Consequently,
when one came up for sale

in the UK it was bought with
sponsorship from Iberia,
AENA and Filipine citizen
Miguel Campos. Originally

ered G-ABUU, it had
been flown by Loring when
he had visited the UK in
1933, so this aircraft had
special reason to join the

collection and was restored in
the colours and markings of
1933 as EC-AAT Ciudad de
Manila. The record-breaking
theme was followed later
with a BA Eagle, a type that
wias flown by Juan Ignacio
Pombo wheo in 1935 flew from
Santander via Gambia across
the South Atlantic to Brazil
and onward to Mexico. Again,
it came from the UK and still
carries its British markings,
G-AFAX

These are some of the
significant acquisitions,
though one that is likely
even more prominent is the
Polikarpov 116 "Mosca'
(translating as ‘Fly’..
or ‘Rata’, ‘Rat’

the “double-six” emblem of
José Maria Bravo, leader
of the 3rd Mosca flight
Achieving air superiority for
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the Republicans over Madrid
when it arrived in Spain, it
has vivid connections with
the city and was a hugely
significant addition, It was
rescued in 1992 from Karelia
in northern Russia where it
had been abandoned having
served with the 155 Regiment
of the Soviet Air Force.
Rebuilt in Novosibirsk,
Siberia, for the Alpine Fighter
Collection in New Zealand, it
flew again in 1997 and joined
the FIO with funding from
Getafe City Council and FIO.

Another Polikarpov (a
Po-2) with the collection
serves to represent the many
Republican pilots that trained
with the Soviet Air Force in
Kirovabad, Russia, during
the Civil War,

The list goes on ~

BA Swallow G-AEVZ.
DH.60X G-EBXU, DH
Dragon Rapide G-AEML,
Chipmunk G-TRIC and
more recently Aeronca 100
G-AEXD, have all joined
the collection from the UK.
The Argentinian connection
has not been missed either
with the addition of a Stinson
Sentinel, Focke-Wulf Fw 44
Stieglitz, Boeing Stearman
and a pair of Consolidated
Fleet - a model 2and 2 10 -
both with Kinner BS radial
engines. Though it seems a
mix of unrelated types, they
all have relevance having
flown in Spanish marks
over the years. The Rapide
has a notable connection
having served both sides in
the Civil War, and with the
airlines LAPE and Iberia,

It is currently presented in
post-war Iberia colours, as
EC-AAY. Spanish products
are represented by examples
of the AISA 1-11, 1-15 and the
Jodel D119 Compostela.
One omission in recent
years has been that of
a Hispano Sacta. The
collection’s popular
HA-200D Sacta EC-DXR
was lost in a flying
accident in 2013, but now
a replacement has been
obtained. The Sacta was the
first Spanish-produced jet
powered by twin Turbomeca
engines; this example was
employed in service until
the 1980s with the Mordn-
based 214 Squadron whose
markings and camouflage it
retains together with its civil
registration EC-DX].

Engineering
As the collection expanded
it became obvious that
maintaining and restoring
these aircraft - previously
entrusted to a commercial
company - would require
more specialised care. As
a consequence, a dedicated
workshop was set up, with
a technical team and senior
t‘ngl"‘\'f \Vllh n\'osm!lon
by the Spanish Directorate
General of Civil Aviation,
This ‘shop’ = known as the
CRM (Centre of Restoration
and Maintenance) - has, over
time, gained volunteers with
specialised knowledge and
expertise, becoming the heart
of the institution,

The collection’s aircraft
are operated in four
categories: those owned by ®

the Foundation, privately
owned but consigned to the
F1O, privately owned but
on a temporary basis, and
those that are committed to
displays when required. The
displays take place on the
first Sunday of each month
with the exception of January
and August and comprise a
selection of the aircraft on a
static line-up followed by an
early afternoon aerial display,
depending on serviceability
and pilot availability. These
Sunday shows (see FlyPast
March 2026) have grown in
attendance over the months
and years,

Now approaching 50
aircraft, the collection
has come a long way in a
relatively short time. Cuatro
Vientos, having been home to
the FIO and its predecessor
for some 40 years, has
become more restrictive, and
its future is uncertain though
the controlling Spanish
Airports Authority, AENA,
has always been supportive
Stability and confidence
in the future have become
priorities for the Fundacién,
as has the need 1o house what
has become a larger quantity
of aircraft with opportunities

to display them increasingly
restricted due to General
Aviation movements.

This has prompted the
Fundacién over several
years to consider the options
available. One of its long-

term sponsors has been the
municipal coundil of the
Madrid suburb of Getafe,
a short distance away. In
2004, Getafe Municipal
Council expressed a desire
to house the collection in
the municipality, seeing both
the historic and attraction
benefits. The history of
Getafe's airbase is as long as
that of Cuatro Vientos and
it is currently home to air
force transport units and the
EADS-CASA facility, part
of Airbus. This proposal
started to evolve between
the parties and the project
of a museum to house the
collection progressed to the
point of designing a building
to display the aircraft, led
by the renowned English
architect Norman Foster.
However, the cost and the

economic crisis of 2007 that
followed subsequently not just
in Spain but across Europe
thwarted these ideas at first.
The pm--...l was nevertheless
vigorously pursued by
Carlos Valle and his team,
There was a more economic
revamp of the design for the
collection buildings together
with renewed interest from
EADS-CASA, Airbus
Military. The latter already
supports historic collections
within its group at Manching,
Germany, and Toulouse,
France, and the idea of a
(nmplrmc-m.uy situation
in Spain was extremely
appealing
This project has developed

between the FIO, Getafe
Council, Community of
Madrid and Airbus, together
with essential support from

the Spanish Air Force. Over
time it has materialised in
the form of a new home to
be constructed within the
Airbus works area. To this
end, construction started on
a redesigned glass frontage
exhibition hall together
with a separate office,
maintenance and restoration
lvun'dn\m\h all necessary
facilities at the end of 2025,
Some of the collection
has already been relocated,

housed u‘m;\V.mh' within
the air force complex

Though this is onl) lhc start,
the new facility will be a
prime attraction and, with
military activity normally

dormant at weekends, the
flying displays will go ahead
with little restriction. For the
Fundacién, the future looks
